	“Strengthening Families Made S-I-M-P-L-E!” (“Streamlined Implementation: Manageable, Practical, Logical & Energizing”) will draw upon lessons learned and resources developed during the Cabell-Wayne Innovation Grant.  A 9-month replication effort will consist of outreach to and recruitment of additional West Virginia early care and education providers.  Through training and facilitation provided by our pilot site training team, the replication project will help new West Virginia early care and education providers get “more bang for their buck” in increasing their knowledge of Protective Factors through the Strengthening Families in Early Care & Education framework. The project will are:
     Introduce the Strengthening Families way of doing business through presentations to the early childhood community and share lessons learned in West Virginia toward building the five protective factors (“Circles of Caring”) among families. 
    Provide regional training retreats to ensure that new sites can have information needed to build supportive relationships with families and address at least one protective factor, and can continue to implement the Strengthening Families framework beyond the grant period.
    Leverage additional sustainable support for the Strengthening Families framework through targeted outreach, learning opportunities and partnerships with Regional Child Care Resource & Referral Agencies, West Virginia Childcare Centers United, West Virginia Department of Health & Human Resources, and other state and regional leaders in the early care and education field.

	The Monongalia County Partners in Prevention Team will work collaboratively with Preston Memorial Hospital to pair the Brain Under Construction Zone (BUCZ) Outreach worker with the birth center to increase parent education and community referrals.  The BUCZ Outreach worker will meet each new or expectant parent to provide educational materials and learning tools, assess the parents’ knowledge of child development, discuss with them age appropriate expectations and the importance of developing a nurturing relationship with their baby, and ensure they understand the importance of early brain development.  The BUCZ Outreach worker will connect them to needed community resources in their community and provide a follow up phone call to each parent two weeks after discharge from the hospital.  Additionally, the BUCZ program will be promoted at statewide events and workshops throughout the grant year.
