	“Upward Spiral: Building Resilient Youth Through Arts Programs”

High Rocks works to build a more supportive community for youth and families through empowering young women as leaders—both in the present as important members of the community, and also in the future as the future parents, teachers, and community leaders of our area.  The Innovation Grant focuses on arts-based programming for teenagers, targeting high school sophomores, juniors, and seniors.  Activities will be offered after school and at intensive summer programs--combined with ongoing support and mentoring from caring adults. The program will provide outreach and activities at community-based sites in Greenbrier, Pocahontas, and Nicholas counties.  A team of AmeriCorps volunteers will work with a County Coordinator at each site to offer programming that will increase protective factors and lay groundwork for a positive “upward spiral” of creativity, emotional and psychological well-being, knowledge, and resiliency among youth. The combined approaches will help participants to develop the skills and attitudes necessary for breaking cycles of negative behaviors and family patterns, and motivate them to become agents for positive change in their families, schools, and communities.  This project will also build a network of partnerships that will help in the long-term maintenance of a caring environment for children and families

	“Girls on the Run”

The Mercer County Innovation Grant program will implement the Girls on the Run Program (GOTR) that will address all aspects of girls’ development – their physical, emotional, mental, social and spiritual well-being.  Innovation Grant staff, volunteers, and community partners will implement the program in two 12-week sessions.  Each session lasts approximately two hours and includes an interactive curriculum and physical activity to inspire self-respect and healthy lifestyles. In addition to the GOTR curriculum, there will be at least 4 “Family Nights” where family members are invited to a healthy dinner and program that is designed by the GOTR participants.  The program will include child abuse prevention education and healthy family relationship activities.    

 Also, GOTR participants will work with staff and media partners to design and implement a community (Mercer County-wide) education campaign on the prevention of child abuse.  This campaign will run from April to June 2011.  Finally, in April 2011, GOTR participants, their families and the general public will be invited to participate in a Child Abuse Prevention 5K Run/Walk.  This event will highlight the work of GOTR participants and promote child abuse prevention education.
